A NOTE FROM THE NURSE
In an effort to stop the spreading of germs and infections, we ask that parents remember to
follow our school’s policy when making a decision to send a child to school:

=  Vomiting/Diarrhea: Children should be symptom free for 24 hours and
be able to hold down foods and fluids before returning to school.

= Strep Throat: Children may return to school 24 - 48 hours after the first
dose of antibiotics therapy has been started, providing they feel well
enough to aftend and do not present other symptoms.

» Fever: Children may return to school when their temperature has been
normal for 24 hours. Tylenol (acetaminophen), Motrin, or Advil
(ilbuprofen) may lower an elevated temperature; therefore, children
should be off any of these medications for 24 hours as well.

» Cold: Children should stay home if they are too uncomfortable to
complete schoolwork and/or have a severe cough.

» Pink Eye/Conjunctivitis: Three sets of eye drops are needed and no
drainage and/or crusting in the morning before returning to school.

If a student is absent for more than 3 consecutive days due to illness, a doctor’s note is
required to be submitted to the school upon the student’s return.
